Scotland’s Kate
Caithness is the new
president of the World
Curling Federation.
Elected in April 2010,
she is the first female
president of the WCF
and the first female
president of any Olympic winter sports
federation.

Caithness has been involved with the sport
of curling since the 1980s. As a member of
Scotland’s Royal Caledonian Curling Club,
she went from playing the game to putting
something back into the sport in the late
1990s. She served as president of the RCCC
Ladies’ Branch in 1997-98, then became an
RCCC representative to the World Curling
Federation.

Since 2000, Caithness has been the driving
force behind the WCF’s development of
wheelchair curling. She was on the team that
created the first World Wheelchair Curling
Championship and was instrumental in the
sport’s inclusion at the 2006 Paralympic
Winter Games in Turin, Italy.

From 2005 to ’09 Caithness was elected to
the International Paralympic Committee’s
five-person Sports’ Council Management
Committee and she served on the Paralympic
Games Committee from 2006 to ’09.

Caithness was elected vice-president of the
WCEF in 2006 and served two two-year terms
under former president Les Harrison.

Married and the mother of two sons,
Caithness recently became a grandmother. She
spends her free time with family and, when
she has a chance, curling and playing golf at
her home club in Edzell, Angus, where she was
the Lady Captain from 2002 to *04.

THE WORLD
CURLING FEDERATION

The World Curling Federation is the
recognized governing body of curling
in the world.

The WCF's first formal constitution
was approved in 1967 under the
original charter of the International
Curling Federation in Perth, Scotland.
The constitution was significantly
adjusted in 1982, when the federation
was declared independent from
Scotland’s Royal Caledonian Curling
Club, to which its original constitution
had been tied. In 1991, the official
name was changed to World Curling
Federation. Further significant
changes were made in 1994.

The WCF has a four-part mandate:

e To represent curling internationally
and to facilitate the growth of the
sport through a network of member
associations

e To formulate rules of the sport of
curling for world competition and all
other competitions approved by the
WCF and to further the interests of
world curling

¢ To conduct world curling
competitions

¢ To provide co-operation and mutual
understanding among member
associations and to unite curlers
throughout the world

VOLUNTEER OF THE YEAR AWARD
John Lavich of Brookdale, Manitoba, is the
winner of the 2010 Volunteer of the Year Award
in recognition of his significant contribution to
the success of the Brookdale Curling Club.

FORD HOT SHOTS

The Ford Hot Shots celebrated its 16th
season at the 2010 Scotties Tournament of
Hearts and Tim Hortons Brier.

When the Ford Motor Co. of Canada
became part of international curling in 1995
as title sponsor of the Ford World Curling
Championships, it introduced an
opportunity for Hearts and Brier curlers to
participate in individual skills competitions
known as the Ford Hot Shots.

Points curling has long been part of the
game in most corners of the curling world.
While some countries have individual
curling competitions, Ford Hot Shots is the
first skills competition at major curling
events that pits the abilities of championship
curlers against one another’s.

In each round of competition, each curler
delivers six skill-testing shots — hit and stay,
draw the button, draw the port, the raise, hit
and roll and double takeout.

Each shot is worth a maximum five

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points, with the final location of the shooter
being valued as follows: button — 5 points,
four-foot circle — 4 points, eight-foot circle
— 3 points, 12-foot circle — 2 points. On
each shot a single point is awarded if the shot
has been missed on the professional side or is
deemed to have provided some sort of
positive result.

The 2010 Scotties Tournament of Hearts
and Tim Hortons Brier Hot Shots winners
were awarded two-year leases on new Ford
Taurus SEL FWDs, each valued in excess of
$25,000. Runners-up received $2,000 and
third-place finishers were awarded $1,000.

The curling community will always remember the lives of five great champions of
the sport who died recently. Each played an integral role and made significant
contributions to curling in Canada and worldwide.

SANDRA
MULRONEY

Three-time Scotties
Tournament of Hearts
competitor Sandra
Mulroney passed away on
September 20, 2009, at
her home in Pancake Bay,
Ontario, after a long battle
! with cancer. She was 45.
Born in Sault Ste. Marie, Mulroney earned a
bachelor of science degree in occupational
therapy from Queen’s University in Kingston,
Ontario, in 1987, and began a 20-year career as
an occupational therapist at Sault Ste. Marie
General Hospital.

Sault Ste. Marie was set to host the 1990
Labatt Brier and in preparation, Mulroney
travelled with a host committee delegation to
Saskatoon — site of the 1989 Brier — to observe
the operation. It was there that Mulroney met
the love of her life, Terry Laughren, who was
president of the Brier host committee. She
moved to Saskatoon later that year and married
Laughren in 1995.

It was in Saskatoon that Mulroney’s curling
career blossomed. She played second for Sherry
Scheirich (later Middaugh), who won the 1996
provincial title to advance to the Hearts in
Thunder Bay, Ontario, where they lost in the
Page System 3-4 playoff match.

The team qualified for the 1997 Olympic
Curling Trials in Brandon, Manitoba, but
finished out of the playoffs.

When Scheirich moved to Toronto, Mulroney
joined veteran skip Sherry Anderson of Delisle,
Saskatchewan. During the next 10 years, the
Anderson team enjoyed much success and
represented Saskatchewan at the Hearts in 2002
and ’04.

In 2001, they lost the Canadian Curling Trials

championship final to Kelley Law of New
Westminster, British Columbia. A few months
later, the team reached the final of the 2002
Hearts in Brandon, only to come up short against
Team Canada’s Colleen Jones.

They made it back to the Hearts in 2004, in
Red Deer, Alberta, but lost in a tiebreaker.

Mulroney is among a small group of curlers to
have participated in Olympic trials in 1997, 2001

and ’05.
"W MICHAEL BURNS SR.

Curling’s most
renowned photographer,
Michael Burns, passed
away on February 8, 2010,
after a short battle with
cancer. He was 84.

Burns joined the
curling fraternity in the
1960s, when he shot the
official photos of the Scotch Cup, the event that
marked the beginning of world curling.

He was, however, best known for his
thoroughbred photography. Burns had been the
official lensman for the Ontario Jockey Club
(Woodbine Entertainment Group) in Toronto
since 1956.

His career began back in the early 1940s with
Toronto’s Turofsky Photos covering the National
Hockey League at Maple Leaf Gardens.

Motorsports also played a major role in his
career. Burns shot the racing circuit when
Mosport International Raceway (formerly
Mosport Park) opened north of Bowmanville,
Ontario, in 1961, as well as Indy and Formula
One racing in eastern Canada.

Capturing images of more than 30 different
sports in an illustrious career that spanned more
than 60 years, Burns made a significant donation
of more than 30,000 negatives to Canada’s Sports



Hall of Fame. The photos can be seen by visiting
the website at www.sportshall.ca.

Burns was a member of the Canadian Horse
Racing Hall of Fame, Canada’s Curling Hall of
Fame and the Etobicoke Sports Hall of Fame.

AL FORSYTHE

A former Canadian
Curling Association
president, Al Forsythe
passed away on March 5,
2010, after a short battle
with cancer. He was 71.

A resident of
Moncton, New
Brunswick, Forsythe
began his curling administration career in 1979
as president of the Moncton Curlers Association
and moved to the provincial level in 1990 as zone
director. He was elected third vice-president of
the New Brunswick Curling Association in 1997
and served as president in 2000-01. After
attending a number of national curling
congresses as an observer and New Brunswick
delegate, Forsythe was elected to the CCA’s
board of directors in 2003 and was president in
2007-08.

Over the years, Forsythe worked on a number
of local committees, including the 1980 Silver
Broom, 1985 Brier, the 1990 Moncton 100
Bonspiel and the 2000 Canadian Juniors. He was
a certified Level II coach, Level II ice technician
and Level IT official.

MEL PERRY

Mel Perry, who
played lead on the 1963
Canadian and world
championship-winning
team with the renowned
Richardson clan, died on
May 12, 2010, in his
home town of Regina.
He was 75.

Perry joined the Richardsons for the 1963
season when Wes Richardson was sidelined after
undergoing back surgery. The Richardsons —
Ernie, Arnold and Sam — and Perry enjoyed one
of the most dominant seasons in men’s curling
history en route to claiming the Canadian and
world titles.

The 1963 championship marked the fourth
world title in five years for Ernie, Arnold and
Sam.

Perry is the first member of the legendary
Richardson crew to pass away. Ernie is 78,
Arnold 80, Sam is 76 and Wes is 79.

GUNTHER
HUMMELT

Former World
Curling Federation
president Giinther
Hummelt died on July 3,
2010, at the age of 78.

Born in Innsbruck,
Austria, Hummelt
enjoyed dual
Austrian-German citizenship. His initial contact
with curling was at Kitzbiihel, in 1959. He helped
found a number of clubs in Austria and Munich
and was president of the Austrian Curling
Association from 1980 until his death. He
became vice-president of the WCF in 1988 and
served as president from 1990 to 2000.

Hummelt holds an extraordinary record in
world curling: He was a member of teams
representing two nations that were competing
for the first time at the world championship
level. In 1967, he was vice-skip for David Lamp!’s
team when Germany made its debut in world
curling in Perth, Scotland. Then, in 1984, he was
a substitute for Austria’s first world
championship team in Duluth, Minnesota.

The WCF development committee was
formed in 1988 and Hummelt became its first
chairman, with the major task of acquiring
Olympic Winter Games medal status for curling.
It was largely thanks to his dedicated efforts that
curling finally became an Olympic medal sport
on July 21, 1992.

She represented Ontario at
the Scotties Tournament of Hearts in 1984, ’89
and 2003 and was a member of Anne Dunn’s
Canadian senior championship squad in 2001,
’02 and ’04. The team captured world senior
titles in 2002 and *04.

Todd began her curling administration career
in 1983 as a director of the Dixie Curling Club
and was president in 1986-87. She became a
member of the Ontario Ladies Curling
Association in 1994 and was president in 1997.
After serving a term as chair of Curl Ontario,
she became development chair of the newly
amalgamated Ontario Curling Association in
2000 and was president in 2005. She was elected
to the CCA’s board in 2005 and served as
association chair in 2008-09.

GRAHAM PROUSE
Executive Honour Roll
Graham Prouse, a driving
force in Alberta and
Northern British
Columbia curling for
nearly 30 years, lives in
Fort Nelson, British
Columbia.

Prouse became a member of the Fort Nelson
Curling Club board in 1979 and during his

25-year tenure served as president twice. He was
president of the Peace Curling Association in
1996-97 and 1997-98 and the Alberta Curling
Federation in 1999-2000.

Elected to the CCA’s board in 2005, Prouse
served as chair of the Curling Hall of Fame and
Awards Committee, the CEO Search
Committee and the Finance and Audit
Committee. A member of the CCA’s
International Committee for two years, Prouse
was association chair in 2009-10.

Scotty Harper Award

Bob Weeks, a Globe And Mail and Ontario Curling Report
writer, is the 2010 winner of the Scotty Harper Award for
the year’s best curling story.

Weeks’ story Gentle Giant Plans To Rock Paralymics was
chosen as the winner by the faculty of the School of
Journalism and Communication at Carlton University in
Ottawa.

The award is named for the late Scotty Harper, whose
curling reports in the Winnipeg Free Press enlivened the
paper for many years. Not awarded for a number of years,
it was re-introduced in 2005 with the assistance of the
Canadian Curling Association.

Paul McLean Award

Robin Wilson, who was for 29 years the Scotties
Tournament of Hearts’ media co-ordinator and liaison to
the event’s sponsor, Kruger Products (formerly Scott
Paper Limited), is the 2010 winner of the Paul McLean
Award.

The award was created in 2007 by the Canadian
Curling Reporters, in conjunction with TSN, in memory
of McLean, a TSN executive producer, and his dedication
to the sport of curling. McLean passed away on December
14, 2005, at his home in Brampton, Ontario, after a
two-year battle with cancer. He was 39.

The award is presented annually to a person
in the media who has made an outstanding
contribution to the sport of curling from behind
the scenes.

Wilson brought Scott Paper Limited on board
as sponsor of the Canadian Women’s Curling
Championship in 1981 and was instrumental in
building it into the premier women’s sporting
event in Canada and establishing the
now-renamed Kruger Products as the longest
corporate sponsor of amateur sport in Canada.

An accomplished curler, Wilson played
second for North Vancouver’s Lindsay Sparkes,
winning the Macdonald Lassie in 1976 and ’79.
Representing Canada at the inaugural World
Women’s Curling Championship in Perth,
Scotland, in 1979, Sparkes’ foursome was
sidelined by eventual champion Switzerland in
the semifinal.

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2009-10 AGM IN BRIEF...

Another curling season completed, another
financial success for the Canadian game’s
governing body, and another year of excellence
on the international stage.

That was the assessment of the past year from
the Canadian Curling Association’s Annual
General Meeting held in Gatineau, Quebec, in
June.

For a third straight year, the CCA finished the
fiscal year in the black and with a positive
financial outlook. Far exceeding projections, the
surplus for 2009-10 was $853,044, bringing the
total accumulated surplus to $2,556,996. Most of
the surplus has been allocated to the CCA’s
recently established long-term reserve fund.

“This has been a truly remarkable and
successful year,” said Greg Stremlaw, the CCA’s
chief executive officer. “Not only are we pleased
to report a third consecutive financial surplus,
but competitively, Canada reached the
international podium 11 out of 11 times. We also
enjoyed the highest television numbers in our
history, we had the jubilation of hosting the
Olympics and Paralympics on home soil, and we
were thrilled with the success of our teams in
Vancouver.

“In addition, this year’s National Curling
Congress and AGM established a landmark
decision. After years of debate and various
efforts, I am very proud to announce that the
CCA’s membership endorsed a presentation by
senior staff that will see each of our member
associations have an equitable opportunity to
access the CCA’s national championships in the
years ahead. This is long overdue and will
provide a fair platform for all, as it will be built
on performance-based criteria for each member
association to qualify for the final field of 12
teams in each championship.”

In other news...

A new CCA rulebook was approved and will
be in effect for the next two years.

A number of housekeeping changes were
approved, many of which will bring the CCA in
line, as much as possible, with the rules of the
World Curling Federation. The major
adjustment that will impact all of the CCA’s
championships in 2010-11 will see the
elimination of time outs. Instead, each team will
have two coaching time periods of one minute

but the game clock of the team that called time
will continue to run. Each team will be allocated a
similar coaching time period during an extra end.

The qualifying process for the 2014 Olympic
Winter Games in Sochi, Russia, was presented —
in general principle — with the major change
being that the process is being trimmed from
three years to two. Pre-trials will be followed by
eight men’s and eight women’s teams trials —
similar to what was done for the 2010 Olympics.

Bronze-medal games will be introduced at the
2011 Scotties Tournament of Hearts and Tim
Hortons Brier. The loser of the Page 3-4 playoff
game will face the semifinal loser for the bronze
medal.

Last year’s AGM asked the CCA senior staff to
bring a proposal to the 2010 AGM for a system
that would afford all 14 CCA member
associations an equal opportunity to participate
in the Canadian mixed and senior women’s and
men’s championships in 2012. The proposal was
accepted and, with some minor adjustments,
resulted in the following:

+ The 2012 Canadian mixed will be played
with all member associations having the right to
send a team to compete in the inaugural
qualification. The 14-team round robin will be
for one year only, and is subject to the agreement
of the host club. (The host Sudbury Curling Club
has since agreed.) The competition returns to a
12-team round robin format in 2013. Further
details on the qualification system are still to be
confirmed.

* The 2012 Canadian seniors will continue in
its present format — 12 men’s and 12 women’s
teams. However, all of the CCA’s 14 member
associations will have an opportunity to qualify
for the championships. Further details are still to
come.

Victoria’s Jack Bowman was elected
association chair for 2010-11 and Laura
Lochanski of Edmonton, vice-chair.

After serving five-year terms, Fran Todd of
Mississauga, Ontario, and Graham Prouse of
Fort Nelson, British Columbia, retired from the
board.

Newcomers include Marilyn Neily of Iqaluit,
Nunavut, and Halifax’s Hugh Avery.

The 2011 NCC and AGM will be held in the
Ottawa area from June 16 to 18.
